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Our History

In 2013, a group of like-minded Christians began to explore the possibility of founding a Presbyterian
church in Goldsboro, North Carolina. On September 30™ an organizational meeting was held at the
home of Allan and Nancy Harvin. Reverend Bucky Hunsicker of the Evangelical Presbyterian Church
attended, and answered questions regarding establishment of a church. On November 10™ a worship
service was held at the Family Y Daycare Center with the Reverend Ryan Rasmussen leading worship.

On November 14, 2013 the decision was made to found a “mission” church affiliated with the EPC. 48
charter members voted on “Cornerstone” as the name of this new church. A Leadership Council was
elected, consisting of Barbara Chenier, Allan Harvin (Moderator), Bob Ingle, Randall Jernigan, Greg
Nichols, Dwight Perdue, Bill Watson, and Pastor Ryan Rasmussen. After Ryan was called as pastor
the church began regular worship services on January 19, 2014 at the Family Y Day Care Center.

On January 17, 2016, Cornerstone became a “particular” church in the EPC. The Leadership Council
became the first Session, with the Ruling Elders being Barbara Chenier, Allan Harvin, Chris Hopper,
Randall Jernigan, Greg Nichols, and Dwight Perdue, and Ryan Rasmussen serving as Teaching Elder.

Another exciting development was searching for a permanent location for Cornerstone. On December
2, 2016 Cornerstone purchased a 10 acre tract on Barden Scott Lane, adjacent to the US-70 Bypass,
and continued praying through the process of building a permanent “church home.” However, after
developing a preliminary plan, it was determined the cost of building a new structure was prohibitive.

Nevertheless, God continued to bless us. An affordable church building became available at 401 North
Oak Forest Road and was purchased on April 11, 2018. Two days later, on April 13, a neighboring
facility burned to the ground. Flames passed over the roof of our new church, but caused no structural
damage to our building. However, due to smoke damage Cornerstone received an insurance settlement,
which was beneficial to remodeling the interior of our facility. During the remodeling process, we had
regular prayer meetings, and we consecrated the sanctuary by writing scripture on the bare floors and
walls. Finally, Cornerstone held our first service in our new facility on October 21, 2018. At that time,
we planted an oak sapling in the yard. We trust it will grow into a great tree, symbolizing the growth
God will grant His church on Oak Forest Road. Already, we’re celebrating God’s provision through
the generosity of His people, as our mortgage was paid for in less than three years!

God even used the Covid pandemic to serve His purposes, as it
prompted us to begin livestreaming the worship services. Over the
last couple of years, the quality of the A/V production has improved
dramatically. It has become a great tool to include more people in
worship, and to reach more people with the Gospel.

Now, we praise God as we’re flourishing with new members, and also
grateful for our gifted staff who leads our congregation. We pray for
the strength and wisdom to worship and serve our Lord more faithfully,
and are excited for our future!
